Object-oriented programming, or OOP, is an approach to problem solving where  all computations are carried out using objects. An object is a component of a  program that knows how to perform certain actions and how to interact with other elements of the program. Objects are the basic units of object-oriented programming. A simple example of an object would be a person. Logically, you would expect a person to have a name. This would be considered a property of the person. You could also expect a person to be able to do something, such as walking or driving. This would be considered a method of the person.

Code in object-oriented programming is organized around objects. Once you have your objects, they can interact with each other to make something happen. Let's say you want to have a program where a person gets into a car and drives it from A to B. You would start by ………………………………..the objects, such as a person and car. That includes methods: a person knows how to drive a car and a car knows what it is like to be driven. Once you have your objects, you bring them together …………………………… the person can get into the car and drive.

A class is a blueprint of an object. You can think of a class as a concept, and the object is the embodiment of that concept. You need to have a class ……………………………..you can create an object. So, let's say you want to use a person in your program. You want to be able to describe the person and have the person do something. A class called 'person' would provide a blueprint for what a person looks like and what a person can do. To actually use a person in your program you need to create an object. You use the person class to create an object of the type 'person.' Now you can describe this person and have it do something.
